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I have a lot of information on this and will try to structure it. We have in the works (several years away) a new book on PIEPER and all the products. I will not give details away but here is some information that you might find interesting. 

These are indeed Delu pistols, made by Delu with minor changes under agreement and marked AEP (Anciens Etablissements Pieper –Old Pieper Establishments). The grips are not coincidence or look-alikes, they are indeed the same grips, with a mold modification to mask the FD (Felix Delu) letters. 

To add to previous postings, AEP never had manufacturing plants in France. 

The Legia pistol was a Nicholas Pieper design and not AEP, these pistols are different models/ patents and differ quite a bit. Nicholas Pieper had branched off the family business to make his own designs. These pistols are often confused for being identical or similar. 

The “Legia” name supposedly comes from the term “Liegeois” meaning “from Liege”. It was a marketing name used by several manufacturers including FN. I am not sure if it ever became a trademark, maybe it was too difficult to trademark as many used it. FN used the Legia name for many of its sporting shotgun shells as well as gun care products. 

The Delu / AEP pistol was known as NEW MODEL as referred to in the postings.
